The service is
seeking to develop and build on its open, self-help and neutral culture. The need for additional resources is shown, but the Statement points

out that the likelihood of these being achieved is low.

Response to Public Library Standards

The authority met 17 of the 26 measurable Standards by March 2003. It achieves PLS1 at 2-mile radius, but feels it is not feasible to achieve
the 1-mile Standard. It states that it is unlikely to achieve PLS 3,17 & 18 without additional resources, although improvements are targeted. The

remaining Standards have actions identified to achieve, but without firm time-scales.
