	101: Following the far reaching outcomes of a major Strategy Review the authority has provided excellent evidence of its vision and ambition for the library service.   The library service is clearly an important priority for the authority and the statement convincingly demonstrates the authority's capability of delivering the vision.
	102: There is solid evidence that the principles of F4F are already embedded in Cambridgeshire.   The Library and Information Services Plan (LISP), a 3 year internal planning document, mirrors F4F and a priority objective is to achieve the major themes of F4F. The evidence of the service's response to the major themes is largely excellent, the only areas of more limited, but none the less good evidence, are in demonstrating the service's involvement in implementing the authority's e-government strategy and elements of community and civic values. There is solid evidence of evaluation being built into the service, evidence of innovation and of response to national programmes.   Building on sound analysis of strengths, constraints and challenges there has been clear development of challenging priorities and targets, which are fully timetabled.
	103: The authority met 14 out of  26 PLS at 31st March 2003 and has plans to meet a further 5 (PLS 2(i), 12(ii), 13(ii), 14(ii), 15(ii) ) by 31st March 2004.   The  Children's PLUS survey is scheduled for February 2004. Performance against PLS 1(i) for 2002/3 includes a +15% contextual indicator for mobile library services. Forecasting future levels of performance for a range of unmet PLS is complicated by the fact that the service will be closing 10 service points in 2003/4 following a Strategy Review: it is anticipated that most will be replaced by community run Library Access Points, also a new Cambourne Library is due to open July 2004. Overall the authority's vision is to move towards meeting PLS.
