	101: The authority sees the library service as key to its longer term ambitions, and libraries are recognised as having the potential to be at the heart of the communities.  Commitment in the form of additional resources for books and buildings has been made.
	102: Identifying local needs in order to tailor services to meet them does not seem to be a priority and there is little reference to service evaluation. Nevertheless the authority is committed to improving its library service following a challenging Audit Commission report.  All the key strategies of the Framework for the Future are addressed, and there are some examples of good practice,  but there is only passing reference to the Educational Development Plan. The resourcing of the service is improving but staffing levels (in particular professional staffing) are a concern. 
	103: Although only 50% of the Standards were achieved at March 2003, the authority has a clear, resourced plan to meet 17 by March 2004 and a reasonable  expectation of meeting a further 6 by that date.
