	101: Within Harrow's five strategic priorities, the library is seen as having a particular role in promoting Harrow as a centre of lifelong learning, and as a major contributor to strengthening local communities, though this is presented more as the library view than the authority's.  Corporate recognition of the library's role is evidenced by committed funding for some improvements, and recognition of the libraries' potential as First Contacts. A draft Town Centre Development Strategy recognises the importance of a new, well-located library linked to a Council Information Point as part of this development. However, as a whole this section does not present really convincing evidence that the library service is one of the priorities for the authority.
	102: There is some evidence for identifying and meeting local needs, and involvement in regional and national schemes. Links with the Education Development Plan and its priorities are clearly stated.  Many actions and activities are stated in rather general terms, and not all are timetabled. There is some (limited) evidence of innovation (e.g. experimenting with teenage collections at Gayton). There is little electronic access to services at present, though this is set to change in Dec. 2003 when the LMS will be web-enabled.  Other e-government related developments will depend on decisions relating to the BV Review of First Contacts. There are few real actions under section 2.3, and rather vague links to the authority's plans to improve customer services. Actions to improve leadership and capacity are rather bland.
	103: Harrow currently meets 16 out of the 25 applicable & measurable standards, with PLS2ii not applicable. The intention is to meet  all the applicable standards by March 2004, with the exception of PLS11. The Council has already committed funding of £400k across 2003/04 and 2004/05 to meet PLS3i, 4, 17 and 18. The realism of PLS11 for an outer London borough is questioned (Harrow has the highest levels of borrowing per capita in Greater London and has <7000). Local targets were set for all four sections; five out of 12 actions were delayed and have new completion dates.
