In support of this, the authority has enabled a programme of improvements through phased growth in the service base budget over a period of years.  The service's contributions to medium and longer term aims of the authority are set out.  Through action plans for Best Value Reviews, the service will focus on areas such as the integrated development of its community role, developing and extending partnership working and consultation.
	102: Strengths, constraints and challenges are set out fully and clearly.   A lack of knowledge of communities is acknowledged and is being addressed.  There is documented support for Educational Development Plan objectives.   A good, and improving, range of services is offered electronically.  There is good evidence of evolving service development that is responsive to identified local need and utilises local involvement, and actions to encourage a community identity.   A proposed staff restructure and new management training will assist capacity building. Resources are clearly stretched, but, with committed increases to the base budget, should be adequate for the programme of continuing steady growth which has already delivered measurable improvements.
	103: Hillingdon met 18 of the 26 measurable standards at March 2003, and plans to meet a further one (PLS3i) by March 2004. For PLS1i, the standard is almost met (98.7%) if the mobile service is taken into account. PLS2i and PLS11 have been affected by staff industrial action and closures due to asbestos and refurbishment (the latter will continue to impact on these standards).  The phased programme of growth is expected to continue to deliver targeted year on year improvement to 12i, 17, 18.   There is a good range of local targets for 2002/03, many comfortably exceeded.   Some information on the current year's targets would have been useful.
