However the Library service policies and practices link clearly with the corporate objectives and there is evidence that the service has the capacity to  deliver these.   Evidence of the authority's commitment to its library service is not found in the Statement but is covered in the Portfolio Holder's foreword.
	102: The library service is in a position to improve and all the key strategies of Framework for the Future are addressed.   Learning and reader developments are  particularly well developed. The capacity of the organisation and the adequacy of the resources are not analysed effectively and there is no reference to budget or resource allocation to meet the perceived challenges and targets.   Evaluation (through EFQM) and identification of user needs (through user and lapsed user surveys) are demonstrating a will to meet the needs and improve the service.
	103: The authority met 18 out of 26 Standards at March 2003.   PLS2(ii),3(ii), 6(i), 12(i) are realistically expected to be met by March 2004. PLS1(i&ii),17,18 are not intended to be met in 2004 & no target date is quoted.   However for PLS(i&ii) [distance from a static library] the action to be taken is limited to better management information on the current picture rather than specific plans to improve the pattern of library provision. No reference is made to the role played by mobile libraries in this. There were no local targets set for 2002/3, and some limited local targets have been set for 20004/5, although there is an expectation of more target setting when the new management information module is installed.
