	101: The  CPA Recovery Plan and other areas of the statement demonstrate that the library service is a priority for the authority.  However the evidence for the authority's ambition for the service to evolve, respond to corporate agendas, focus on public value and meet local needs is more limited.  There is convincing evidence of recent support and commitment to address the "legacy of low funding, mid-year spending freezes, and little capital investment". The continued commitment of the authority will be needed to successfully achieve Lambeth's ambition "to increase and sustain the active use of library services, and make a key contribution to access to learning, both formal and informal."
	102: There is clear evidence that the basis for a coherent response to Framework for the Future (F4F) key themes is being developed in Lambeth.   However, it is evident that there are significant tasks for the newly established development teams to tackle across all F4F strategy areas. The CPA Recovery Plan and PSA programmes provide a good targeted framework for the development of policies and services and their successful implementation will be the means of ensuring some additional funding.  The linkages to the educational development processes are good and it is clear that a regime of activities to develop and evaluate practice has been introduced.
	103: The authority met 10 out of 26 PLS at 31st March 2003 and has plans, including a Children's PLUS survey Nov. 2003,  to meet a further 12 (PLS 9(i, ii, iii), 12(i, ii), 13(ii), 14(i, ii), 15(i, ii), 17) by 31st March 2004.   Options for the delivery of library services linked to other Council services or community based services are being explored with the possibility of meeting PLS 1(i, ii) by 2006. The authority has longer term plans to improve performance against PLS 3(i) & 11. There is evidence of challenging and measurable local target setting. The PLS score was determined by discounting Children's PLUS related PLS (as a valid survey had not taken place) & taking into account the position with regard to local targets.
	105: The tabular format used in Resources which was designed to be read in rows was also used in the analyses of strengths, constraints and challenges where they should be read in columns.
	106: The statement occupied 30 pages "to ensure that it is a meaningful document for the wide range of readers including elected members, senior council officers and partners", extracts from Framework for the Future were included which contributed to the size of the document.   Also more space was allocated to "Action Plans" than was called for by the Position Statement guidance.
