A three year modernisation programme was completed in 2002 funded by £1.25m capital programme investment.   Visits and issues have risen in 2002/03 following the refurbishment of 7 libraries. 
	102: Extensive range of activities to support reading development and opportunities to participate in focussed activities for informal learning. A limited range of services can be accessed remotely electronically:  more can be accessed 'in library'.  The service runs a broad range of activities for users and non users in line with local priorities. The corporate customer service review has recently been produced, the service is considering its response. The service has put in place a number of strategies to build staff capacity and the list of active partnerships is impressive. Future provision of adequate resources is heavily dependent on the outcome of the BVR. There are significant areas where resources are not adequate. 
	103: Lewisham met 17 out of 26 standards at March 2003 and intends to meet 23 by 2004.   PLS1i is missed by 1% and no remedial action is planned.
