The re-engineering of the budget and the structural changes mean that the authority should be able to sustain the development of the service, although more resources are identified as being needed to support the building and stock improvements plans
	102: All the key strategies of the Framework for the Future are addressed and there are excellent evaluation tools in place. The library service is managing its improving resources to enable it to meet the identified needs of the communities it serves and to encourage use. There are one or two aspects of digital citizenship which are not yet in place (e.g. renewal and requests) and although the targets for e-service are on track there is no evidence of involvement in the development of the corporate e-government strategy. Staff structural changes and a new strategy for the provision of buildings  (although this does involve some library closures) and their opening hours will enable the service to continue to develop.
