Following years of under-investment, the Council is in the process of increasing the service revenue budget by £300,000 a year  over 4 years for improvements in stock, staffing and opening hours.   As part of the Corporate Asset Management Plan, the current 3-year capital programme for library refurbishment and new build amounts to £2.8m which will improve at least 10 libraries.

Service development is visibly responsive to user and non-user feedback, and PIs are being developed for all service activity.   Priorities are clear and timetabled.
