There is evidence that the library service is being closely integrated in a number of corporate initiatives and that steps are being taken to ensure
that the library service continues to evolve. There is limited evidence that the library service is a priority for the Council: there is evidence of bids
for new capital development, but little evidence of revenue support, other than for the Peoples Network sustainability. The issues of public value

are starting to be addressed.

Response to strategies in "Framework for the Future"

13 of the 26 Standards were met at March 2003. All but 1 standards (PLS11) are targeted to be met by March 2004. A Children's PLUS is to
be carried out by Dec. 2003 which will measure the relevant Standards (12 to 15) to provide an indication if these are met. There must be some
concern that the PLS 3 standards are said to be achievable through longer opening hours, yet the Statement does not show evidence for an
increase in staffing, and says that front line staff are already stretched. Working groups have been established to set relevant local targets for

the future.
