	101: After a period of major change in the City the vision for the library service is set out clearly, but at this stage is still consultative, and has yet to be agreed by the Executive.  If approved it demonstrates a willingness to concentrate on user need and demand.  The Fit for the Future strategy, if accepted, is intended to enable the objectives to be met.
	102: Much of this Statement refers to future aims rather than current services and activities.   There is clear evidence of a service striving to improve but a lack of focussed resources is currently impeding this development.   All the key strategies of Framework for the Future are addressed, but only in Digital Citizenship is there solid evidence of development and improvement.   The staffing levels are quoted as the main reason for underachievement, although the buildings and stock are also identified as areas in need of development.
	103: The authority met 19 out of 26 Standards at march 2003.   It has a realistic expectation of meeting PLS 11,12(i),13(i) 13(ii) and 18 by March 2004.   No data was available for 12(i),13(i) 13(ii)  because no surveys were undertaken. These will be undertaken in October 2003 and the expectation is that the standard will be met.  A new Service Level Agreement on transport is leading to an improvement in PLS2(ii) which was significantly below target , and a failed bid for additional resources resulted in the underachievement of PLS 3(i).
