	101: There is evidence of the authority's intention that the library service will evolve, respond to corporate agendas, focus on public value and meet local needs.  Equally there is evidence of the authority's capability to meet the vision, though the statement does flag up resource issues for spaces and ICT that will need to be addressed for the vision to achieved.   Elements of this evidence are to be found throughout the statement and not just in section 1.
	102: The basis for a response to Framework for the Future (F4F) is clearly being established: however the evidence to support the development of an open, neutral self help culture of an evolving, responsive library service is mixed.   Generally the evidence for the response to F4F themes is limited (stronger evidence is provided for Community and Civic Values), learning for groups other than children is more implicit than explicit, the new library management system is intended to provide a step change in late 2004 and there is potential for more development in "building capacity to deliver transformation". The statement does provide good evidence of evaluation and response to national programmes.
	103: The authority met 22 out of 26 PLS at 31st March 2003 and plans to meet a further 3 (PLS 3(ii), 14(i), 18) by 31st March 2004. Plans include additional hours as a result of a PSA (concerned with homework support) that will have the effect of increasing convenient hours above 30%. Work has been undertaken on the catalogue to remove "dead" items which should bring performance against PLS 18 up to standard. Given the high performance of the library service meeting PLS 3(i) is not a priority (£500,000 additional revenue budget would be needed) other ways of increasing opening hours are being explored. Some local targets should be available for measurement from April 2004.
