These cascade down to individual targets and actions and to local library level. Funding for a range of new libraries  and capital provision for a new Central Library is evidence of the authority's support for its library service.
	102: Most of the key elements of the Framework for the Future Strategies are addressed although there could have been a stronger profile given to informal learning and social inclusion as well as to developing services in line with user requirements.  Linkages between the constraints and challenges identified and the priorities for action were not very evident.   The capacity to deliver the change required is based on a solid infrastructure and the development of new libraries.  Additional resources have been allocated and the forthcoming results of the Library Review are seen as a catalyst for further change and development.
	103: 19 out of 26 Standards  were met at March 2003.   A further 5 (PLS 3(ii), 5, 12(i),13(i), 14(i)) are realistically expected to be met by March 2004.  Visits to the libraries have already increased by 5000 a month this year and meeting the target (PLS11) is confidently expected by March 2005.
